


ACCESSIBILITY GUIDELINES

ACCESS CATEGORY TYPES

The banding of the below access categories has been developed to assist in ensuring guests can make an educated and
infarmed decisicn about which attractions they are able to experience.

ACCESS CATEGORY 1:

Attractions in this category have full wheelchair access with no steps or stairways and are level surfaces. Access and egress to
this attraction is available without specific companion assistance. There are also ne physically limiting rider requirements
stipulated by Outback Splash, or the Manufacturer of the attraction that cannot be overcome by companion assistance.

ACCESS CATEGORY 2:

Attractions in this categary have limited wheelchair access with some steps or stairways and are multi-level surfaces. Access and
egress ta this attraction may require specific cempanion assistance. There are also some physically limiting rider requirements
stipulated by Outback Splash, or the Manufacturer of the attraction that cannot be overcome by companion assistance.

There are many physically limiting rider requirements
stipulated by Outback Splash, or the Manufacturer of the attraction that cannot be overcome by companicn assistance.

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GIANT CHESS

ATTRACTION DESCRIPTION:

Play the ultimate game of strategy, as individuals or in teams, on this 3.6m x
3.6m ‘board’, with giant chess pieces standing 2 feet high. Check-mate!

The centre of the maze
includes some steps to access the top platform.

Egress from this attraction is through the maze leading to the
main paved pathway in the park. The ground surface of this maze
is a combination of mulch and sand and is predominantly level.
Emergency gates are located throughout the maze for easy exit.

MINI GOLF

ATTRACTION DESCRIPTION:

9 holes of traditional miniature golf. Each track is individually shaped presenting
9 unigue challenges for guests.

Once on the level pathway, guests
may need to manoeuvre over the Mini Golf tracks to access all
areas and holes. Some pathways around the course are quite
narrow.

Egress from this attraction is via the main entry ramp outside the
Burger Bar.
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OCTOPUS BAY

ATTRACTION DESCRIPTION:

Designed especially for toddlers and set in a shaded 35 metre splash pool,
features kid-friendly water activities including a slide a miniature tipping bucket.

Access to the attraction is via the main paved pathway in the
park. The maze surface is a mix of compact dirt and pea-gravel.
The maze is predominantly an even surface.

Egress from this attraction is by completing the maze and exiting
onto a grassed area that joins up to the main paved pathway.
There are no shortcuts out of the maze once entered.
